b. If plungers are loose – check plunger adjustment or plunger 
springs for proper compression.  Replace if required.  

B. Adjustment 
1. The outboard slider assembly requires no adjustment.  If the 

plungers are loose inspect and replace locking mechanism parts as 
required. 

2. The Inboard slider is adjustable for frame width as well as plunger 
engagement.  For adjustment, refer to the Fifth Wheel Installation 
Instructions (Jost Publication LT SK37U-01).
